Force 2 – Structural Specialist Position 

 
DHS/FEMA Virginia Task Force 2 Urban Search and 
Rescue Team is looking for a registered engineer 
(structural engineer) to fill a structural specialist position 
on the team. The position is filled on an “as needed” 
basis during national emergencies. The position requires 
both a personal commitment and a commitment from 
your primary employer. Training typically involves 4 
days per year which the person volunteers their time. All 
necessary equipment and additional training to work in 
the urban search and rescue environment (collapsed 
building structures) is provided by DHS/FEMA through 
the sponsoring agency - City of Virginia Beach Fire 
Department. When activated during national 
emergencies, the person becomes a federal employee and 
is reimbursed accordingly.
