Outstanding Engineering Achievements will be selected on the basis of the following Evaluation
Criteria:

Criteria 1. New Application of Existing Techniques/Originality /Innovation

Does the entry represent any new branch of science or type of breakthrough in society’s general
knowledge of the environment?

Does the entry require unusual technology and ingenuity for achievement?

Does the entry represent a unique mix of different techniques, materials, or equipment?

Does the entry advance the state-of-the-art?

Criteria 2: Project Complexity

Does the entry involve very complex criteria or types of problems to be addressed?
Were extraordinary problems of site, location hazardous conditions, project requirements, or similar
elements present?

Criteria 3: Social/Economic Considerations

Does the entrant’s role provide society with useful advancement toward social or economic needs?
Is public health, safety, or welfare enhanced as a result of the entrant’s role in the overall project?

Criteria 4: Applications to Future Projects

Can the unique approach or technology used be applied to future projects to create savings or
enhance quality?

Can any elements of the technology/approach/solution be considered standards to be used in the
future?

Criteria 5: Meeting and Exceeding Owner/Client Needs

Did the entry utilize an economical, cost-effective solution?

How did the final cost relate to the original budget estimate?

How close did the entrant’s solution meet all the goals of the owner/client?
Did the entry fully execute its original concept?

Did the entrant meet or exceed the client’s time schedule?
