Prior to arriving at conference, the
concrete canoe team spent the majority of their time
working on fabricating the canoe at Froehling &
Robertson with assistance from Frank DeMascio. In all,
nine students made the trip to compete in the concrete
canoe competition. Even though the team did not
receive any awards, members gained valuable experience
and look forward to competing next year.

The other major project that the students partook in last
year was the student steel bridge competition. Eight
students participated in the design and fabrication of our
initial bridge. For the majority of the design process, the
team traveled to Parsons Brinckerhoff where Todd
Childress provided guidance in the design process.
Seven of our eight team members went on to represent
the university at the student conference. The ODU steel
bridge team went on to place second overal at the

Congratulations to Richard Norman, P.E! He has been
the epitome of the soft spoken but strong minded
professional during his successful career of thirty years
with Hampton Roads Sanitation District (HRSD), the
giant wastewater treatment agency for all of southeastern
Virginia. Retiring as Chief of Design & Construction
after seventeen years, he guided wastewater treatment
projects as large as $50 million, using innovative
technology such as the Biological Nutrient Removal
(BNR) process which was patented by HRSD. In
addition to a string of successful capital improvement
projects which continue to win performance awards for
